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Information





	The Maryland Collaborative for Teacher Preparation is a specially designed National Science Foundation-funded program aimed at preparing “special” teachers for elementary and middle school mathematics and science.  The program will be available at all the institutions of the University of Maryland System, as well as at Morgan State University and Baltimore City Community College.  Included will be challenging and rewarding new courses, as well as field experiences and internships to provide depth of knowledge and teaching skill to the participants.





	To qualify for the program, an applicant must have a solid high school preparation in mathematics and science, a strong interest in upper elementary or middle school teaching, and must at the appropriate time be admitted to one of the collaborating institutions.  A currently enrolled college student with a strong interest in this program may be considered for admission.





	Admission to the program qualifies the student to enroll in designated MCTP courses and to participate in the field experiences and internships.  Also, MCTP students will be able to participate in seminars and other special activities, and will be able to compete for specially designated scholarships.
